2"d semester: Advanced modules covering metalexicography, the
history of lexicography, learner lexicography, dictionary use,
specialized lexicography and terminology, computational
lexicography, the use of dictionaries in translation, lexicology and

etymology, dictionary design and dictionary writing.

3" semester: Specialized modules. During this stage, students
select a topic for their master thesis and do an internship lasting

several weeks.

4t semester: Preparation of the Master’s thesis
